





Nova Scotia Utilities Has Dartmouth Crossing Electrified

The Nova Scotia Utility Division has
bitten off an impressive chunk of the
electrical services, street lighting, and
communications infrastructure for this
sprawling new retail and commercial
development which is rapidly taking
shape off the 118 Highway, near Burn-

side Industrial Park. The majority of the
development currently underway
represents a variety of big-box stores
such as Wal-Mart and Home Depot,
under fast tracked construction
schedules. This ultimately is putting a lot

A New Facility
In London, Ontario

In 2006, the London branch was able to
double its revenue. This was achieved by
the hard work and dedication of the
employees, along with the acquisitions of
Walbridge Specialty Services and J.V.
McDonnell Electric. The additional
work and increased staff numbers made
working from the existing space very
cramped.

A lease was signed for a 6800-square-
foot space and planning began for design
and construction of a new office. A design
team was assembled under the leadership
of Service Division Manager Guy
MacMillan, and charged with
incorporating the best ideas from other
Black & McDonald offices into a space
suitable for present and future needs.
With the help of Macfadyen Design &
Build Inc., a plan was developed.
Construction began in October 2006
providing for a move in date of January,
2007. The new space includes a 2250-
square-foot warehouse, as well as a
hydraulic dock at the shipping door. The
Field Operations Office is separated from
the main office area minimizing noise
levels, and a Technician Room was built
providing cubicles with telephones and
internet access allowing technicians to
perform any required research. The
telephone system was integrated with the
Stoney Creek office, resulting in better
communication and more productivity.

When it came time to assign a name to
the boardroom, there was only one
choice. With the permission of Mrs.
Ronco, the board room became the
Ronco Room in memory of Paul Ronco
who passed away in December. Paul
worked as a trainer with many employees
from the London office and certainly
played a role in the growth of the region.

There have been many positive
responses made by employees about the
new space. Regional Vice President Phil
Taggart remarked that the London area
had evolved over the past 30 years to the
point where it only made sense to move
to a bigger office.

complete underground infrastructure
consisting of high voltage and
communication duct banks, manholes
and switching cubicles. Additional work
is now being done consisting of parking
lot lighting and underground power and
communication to the new buildings as
they are constructed.

Our peak work force at one point hit a
high of 36 employees with an average of
25 throughout the project.

of pressure on our people to complete
the work contracted to Black &
McDonald for the owner, Dartmouth
Crossing Limited. The contract
commenced in June of 2006 and is
scheduled to be completed by the end of
December, 2007. The scope of work for
the Utilities Division includes the
installation of seven new traffic
intersections, 170 streetlights, and a

Dartmouth Bridge Commission on a 24 /
7 | 365 day basis. This is a most
commendable task and needless to say
pressure packed for all involved.

Construction Begins at Greenfield Energy Centre

The Greenfield Energy Centre is a natural
gas-fired combined cycle electricity
generating facility now under
construction in Courtright, Ontario (near
Sarnia). The new centre will generate
over 1000 MW of power which will
be connected to Hydro One’s
existing Lambton Transformer
Station. This new plant will provide
the needed supply of electricity to
Ontario’s ever-growing power
market.

Black & McDonald’s Southern
Ontario Electrical and Utility Region
secured contracts that total well over
$70 Million. The Line Division
(Manager Hugh Skinner) began
work in July 2006 by installing a }
230 kV transmission line, 4 km in
length, which will transmit power
from the three natural gas fired turbines
and one steam powered generator.
Construction of a 230 kV switchyard will
include a control building, eight 230 kV
breakers and approximately 5000 ft of
230 kV bus cable. Peter Calabrese,
Substation Division Manager, has a crew
onsite assembling, filling and
commissioning transformers. The

Electrical Division, headed up by John
Higginson, will supply and install all
high and low voltage equipment,
power/control cabling and
instrumentation.

Black & McDonald’s on-site team
consists of Nigel Jenkinson and Deyong
Cha (Project Managers), Augusto
DiMaria (Site Manager), Dave Human
and Mark Winch (Site Foremen), along
with over 90 tradespeople. With
everyone’s support, we plan to hit our
scheduled completion date of January
2008.

associated equipment and structures.
